Are you tired of looking at your Blackberry every time it notifies you with a WebTa Email notification of a T&A to sign?
 
Would you like to know of a way of dealing with this? 
First set up a folder in your Outlook email by clicking up top of screen on the arrow next to 'New' and select 'Folder'.  In the box that pops up name the new folder something like, 'WEBTA Notifications' and click 'OK'  You should now be able to see the WEBTA Notifications folder on the left hand side of your screen mixed in there somewhere near the Inbox and Sent folders.  Mine you will see below just above 'Status Reports' Folder

 
 
 
Second, go through your laptop or PC and into an email and highlight one of the messages, don't open it, just highlight it. Then go up top to Tools and click on Rules & Alerts. Under the E-Mail Rules tab, click on 'New Rule' and establish a rule to forward WebTA notifications to the folder WEBTA Notifications' you created under the Inbox. Now, all the WebTA notifications will go into that folder (which shows the number of new messages) and it doesn't go through my Blackberry. You can click on the folder and review all the notifications you have received and subsequently delete or whatever you want to do with the messages
